A Message from Fr. Tom: 
 

   This weekend, we celebrate the Anointing of 
the Sick at all of our weekend Masses.  I believe it 
is important that we celebrate this sacrament sev-
eral times a year in a public manner, so that the 
entire parish may be invited to prayer and service 
of our friends and relatives who are ill.  One of the 
central images of the Gospel is that Jesus is the 
divine physician, who was sent to heal his people 
suffering under the oppression of physical, mental, 
and spiritual illness.  We witness to God’s healing 
power, yet there are so many in the world and in 
the Church who are searching and in need of it.  Our celebration takes place in the 
context and reality of living, personal faith.  The Anointing of the Sick is a moment 
when the entire Church can stand alongside its ailing members in the spiritual com-
munion of prayer and the practical communion of care-giving. 
   I ask that all who are reading this bulletin article take a moment to remember 
those who are ill and are in need of our prayers.  In a special way, I also ask you to 
include in your thoughts those who are caretakers of ill family members or friends.  
Many people lay down their lives to care for spouses, parents, and children who are 
dying or permanently disabled, and are in great need of the protection of prayer. 

   As a reminder, the Anointing of the Sick can and should 
be received by Catholics at or older than the ‘age of rea-
son’ (about school age) who find themselves seriously ill.  
This could be an acute illness threatening life or requiring 
surgery.  It could be a chronic illness which significantly im-
pacts life and livelihood.  It could be a terminal illness or 
injury which is newly diagnosed or in any of its stages.  The 
sacrament can also be received simply due to “old age”, 
which can be judged without scruple by the person ap-
proaching the sacrament.  The Church also recognizes and 

advises the sacrament be offered for those suffering from significant mental and 
emotional disturbances.  Typically the sacrament can be offered and received once 
a month; more frequently if the illness becomes more serious during that time. 
   Catholics are also encouraged to call for the sacrament for loved ones who are 
approaching death, if it can be presumed they would have asked for it.  Normally 
the Anointing of the Sick should be celebrated with the Sacrament of Reconciliation 
(with the plenary indulgence of an Apostolic Pardon) and Holy Communion.  These 
three sacraments together, properly speaking, constitute the “Last Rites” of the 
Church, but the Anointing itself is effective in the forgiveness of sins for providing 
other graces necessary for a sick person to pass from this life into the next, if they 
are unable to receive the other sacraments.  It is preferable to call for the sacra-
ments some time before one’s final illness, but every effort is made to try to provide 
the sacrament at any time it is necessary.  To receive the Anointing at home or in 
the hospital, please call the parish office at 854-7151.  After hours, please leave a 
message in the “emergency mailbox” on the voicemail system.
