A Message from Fr. Tom: 
 

  Supposedly, the Reformation of the Christian Church 
hinged on studies of the passage we hear today from the 
Epistle of James.  “What good is it, my brothers, to profess 
faith without practicing it?  Such faith has no power to 
save!” (James 2:14)  In the dark days leading up to the frac-
ture of the Catholic Church in the West, I think that any ob-
jective witness could affirm that the Church had lost her 
way, preaching the faith but straying far from living it.  The 
Catholic-Protestant polemics of the centuries that followed 
tended to deteriorate into name-calling; the Catholic Church 
was characterized as seeing salvation exclusively through 
works and Protestants were characterized as seeing salva-
tion exclusively through imputed grace without necessarily 
having the experience of living the life of conversion. 
   Of course, both extremes are incorrect and do not reflect either the teachings of 
the Catholic Church or of Reformation Protestantism.  There is an authentic ‘faith-
and-works’ reality which must be lived.  James argues as much when he concludes 
that “you must perceive that a person is justified by his [faith-filled (c.f. James 2:18)] 
works, and not by faith alone” (James 2:24).  We are saved by faith, and that faith 
must be put into action by living the life of self-sacrifice and conversion. 
   Today’s Gospel deepens our consideration of the faith-works dynamic.  Peter is 
asked “who do you say that I am?”  Peter declares “you are the Messiah!”   (Mark 8: 
29)  In the other Gospels, Jesus affirms this insight as a sign of Peter’s faith.  But 
then he goes on to teach Peter and the other disciples that the mystery does not 
and cannot stop there.  It is not enough to simply know the ‘secret’ that Jesus is the 
Messiah, but now each of his followers is commanded to ‘deny himself, take up his 
cross, and follow me’ (Mark 8: 34). 
   Faith is a doorway.  Indeed, it is the most important doorway.  Without faith, salva-
tion is impossible.  Faith cannot stop or remain the same after entering the fellow-
ship of the Church.  Unchanging, un-growing, unchallenged faith and faith that does 
not result in a personal response is dead… and death-dealing.  Why?  Inactive faith 
lacks love.  If one has been brought to faith in Jesus Christ, but is unable to trans-
late that faith into love of God and love of neighbor over love of self, then faith is 
only an illusion.  I suppose that the final verse of this weekend’s Gospel—speaking 
of the woe to follow those who are shamed by Christ—reflects the response of 
some of those who must have walked away when they were told that they would  
have to have a personal stake and personal experience of the passion, death, and 
resurrection of the Messiah.                    —- 

   This week, the priests of the diocese are meeting in Effingham for the 
annual clergy convocation.  This will be an opportunity to gather from the 
far ends of the diocese to share brotherhood and fellowship.  Fr. Glad-
stone Stevens, SS. will be speaking on the topic of ecclesiology— the 
nature and character of the Church as the gathered, visible reality of the 
Kingdom of Heaven.  In particular, Fr. Stevens will help us meditate on 
the ministry of the priesthood and of the bishop in the midst of the 
Church.  This will also be a first opportunity for the priests of the diocese 
to gather in consultation to consider the priorities and needs of the dio-
cese, with respect to the appointment of a new bishop. 
   I will celebrate Mass on Monday morning before leaving for Effingham 
and on Friday upon getting back.  On Tuesday, Wednesday and Thurs-
day, Communion services will be offered at 8 am.
