EOMHC: (EXTRAORDINARY MINISTERS
OF HOLY COMMUNION):

o Please take a cross as you enter church, even though
there are members assigned to a schedule. Things
sometime happen at home that are beyond our
control! We can then ‘recruit’ additional ministers for
Mass if needed.

e Eight EOMHC are needed at the 5pm and 10am
Mass; five at the 8am Mass.

o After you have greeted those around you at the Sign
of Peace, please go forward to the sanctuary.
Everyone should be in place before the Lamb of God
begins.

o Also, please help wash the vessels after Mass. It
should only take 2-3 people to assist. On the May
2009 schedule, the asterisks designate the EOMHC
who lead the task. If you need to leave, make sure that
a sacristan or other ministers are present to finish the
task.

Again, thank you for your ministry to your parish!

Ask the Pastor:
Q: Have you heard about the flu scare? Do we
need to be doing something about it at Mass?
A: Last week, in response to numerous questions na-
tionwide, the United States Conference of Catholic Bish-
ops offered some guidelines for the celebration of the
sacraments in a time of communicable disease. They
offered a number of “General Precautions” in this direc-
tive which focus mostly on basic hygiene: people should
stay home when sick, wash hands frequently, especially
when handling food, and refrain from touching the
mouth, nose, or eyes.

In this directive, pastors have been asked to remind
people who feel sick for whatever reason to refrain from
receiving Holy Communion from the cup as a sensible
precaution. While it is a pious thought that disease
should not be transmitted by the Precious Blood of
Christ, the reality is that the sacred species are subject
to the laws of physics and biology, meaning that the sa-
cred elements and vessels can be suitable media for the
transmission of viruses and bacteria which cause dis-
ease. This rationale from science does not diminish the
spiritual reality of the Eucharist and the importance of its
faithful reception... indeed, such reasoning is proof once
again of the humility of the Lord who humbles himself not
only share in our humanity, but also to become our
‘bread’ and ‘wine’, subject to and taking upon himself a
share in the effects of sin.

When the local situation warrants it, pastors are asked
to exercise other measures to preserve public health,
such as not offering the Precious Blood, discontinuing
the Sign of Peace, or (as a last measure) dispensing the
faithful from the Sunday obligation altogether. Although
the ‘scare’ of this flu seems to be subsiding, | will con-
tinue to monitor this situation and implementing appropri-
ate measures as needed or instructed by higher author-
ity.
